SUBJECT: CONTINUED HEARING ON RECONSIDERATION OF DEMOLITION PERMIT 

APPLICATION: 460 MOUNTAIN HOME ROAD (JOBS)  
 
On April 28, 2009, the Town Council conducted a public hearing on a renewed request by 
Steven Jobs (Jobs) for a demolition permit for the Jackling Estate (Residence) located at 460 
Mountain Home Road (the Property). The Town Council heard a presentation by Jobs’ 
representatives and comments from members of the public. At the conclusion of public 
comments, the public hearing was closed.  
 
After Council deliberation, the Town Council, by a vote of 7-0: 
 

1. Reopened the public hearing. 
2. Continued the matter to May 12, 2009. 
3. Directed staff to obtain from Jobs, the information used by Rockridge to prepare cost 

estimates for a renovation of the Residence and structural drawings prepared by 
Andrew Skurman Architects, Stroudwater Landscape Architecture and Keith Abey 
Structural Engineer.  

4. Directed staff to work with Jobs’ attorney, Howard Ellman, to determine whether or 
not Jobs would agree to merge the Residence’s parcel with the adjacent parcel (also 
owned by Jobs) and to determine whether or not Jobs would agree to limit the 
allowable total square footage on the merged parcel.  
 

This staff report transmits additional information to the Town Council: 
 

1. Attachment A - Letter from Howard Ellman, dated May 5, 2009, which includes the 
information requested by the Town Council concerning points 3 and 4 above (it should 
be noted that discussions with Mr. Ellman regarding the issue of merger and 
development limitations are continuing and additional information will be provided to 
the Town Council as is becomes available). Please note that the written statement 
from Ken Morrison that is included with Mr. Ellman’s letter is erroneously dated April 
1, 2009, rather than May 1, 2009. 

2. Attachment B - Additional written information received during the hearing on April 28, 
2009. 

3. Attachment C - Additional correspondence received concerning this issue (letter dated 
May 1, 2009 from Thomas Dallas of Coldwell Banker and letter dated April 28, 2009 
from Stephen Lubin). 

 
As indicated in the staff report prepared for the April 28, 2009 hearing, the Town Council is 
being asked by Jobs to act on the Final EIR Addendum and approve the renewed application 
for the demolition permit.  
 
As to the EIR Addendum, the Town Council may adopt the EIR Addendum unless it finds that 
conditions exist which would mandate preparation of a subsequent or supplemental EIR. Staff 
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has found no such conditions. As to the demolition permit, the Town Council may, at the 
conclusion of its deliberation, move to approve, conditionally approve or deny the demolition 
permit. 
 
Staff has identified the following two (2) options for the Town Council’s May 12, 2009 
meeting: 
 

• Option 1: Conduct the public hearing, receive information from the applicant 
and public, continue the hearing, directing staff to provide specific further 
information regarding the EIR Addendum, the viability of alternatives, the 
benefits of approving versus denying the demolition permit, etc. 

 
• Option 2: Conduct and close the public hearing. Provide direction to staff to 

prepare appropriate findings and resolutions for action on the EIR Addendum 
and demolition permit.  Such action, to be taken at a subsequent Town Council 
meeting, could consist of: 

 
A. Adoption of  the EIR Addendum and approval of the demolition permit;  

 
 At such subsequent Town Council meeting, motions would then 

be made for: 
• adoption of a resolution approving the EIR Addendum and 
• adoption of a resolution approving a demolition permit, 

subject to conditions; a Mitigation Monitoring and 
Reporting Program; an associated Statement of Findings 
under CEQA and a Statement of Overriding 
Considerations.   

 
or 

 
B. Adoption of the EIR Addendum and denial of the demolition permit;  

 
 At such subsequent Town Council meeting, a motion would then 

be made for:  
• adoption of a resolution approving the EIR Addendum and  
• adoption of a resolution denying the demolition permit.  

 
or  

 
C. Rejection of the EIR Addendum and denial of the demolition permit.   

 
 At such subsequent Town Council meeting, motions would then 

be made for: 
• adoption of a resolution rejecting the EIR Addendum and  
• adoption of a resolution denying the demolition permit.   
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
